ARRIVAL Commentary 
Pre-booked and pre-paid visits  Before you come to the Transmitter Block you will need 

to book your visit which takes a few minutes by phone 
or Take a look at our website for the details of how to 
book. 
 

Track and test data We will ask you for some brief contact details as 
required by the current Test and Trace regulations 
 

Face coverings to be worn 
inside the museum (if they can 
be) and BRT vols will be wearing 
PPE too

face masks available at reception if you need one.  Our
